The Dissertation will take a weighting 90% of
the overall assessment. A student may be asked to make an Oral Defence of the Dissertation work
in the presence of a Dissertation Committee nominee, the Supervisor, the Assessor and any Co-
Supervisor.

After the written Dissertation has been assessed to be satisfactory, a student must submit two bound
copies of his/her final Dissertation and a softcopy to the Dissertation Committee via his/her
Supervisor.
