1. Abstract
Chinese opera is an important genre of performing arts along with Chinese history. It is complex
as it is combined with music, dance, acrobatics, and drama. Cantonese opera is a well-known
form of Chinese opera in Hong Kong, Macau, Guangdong area, and Cantonese-speaking
communities overseas.
