Abstract

The course offers the students of “Korean as Foreign Language Learners” with special emphasis on developing their
grammatical competence (Grammatical competence is the ability to recognize and produce the distinctive grammatical
structures of a language and to use them effectively in communication) to build up solid foundation before advancing to
the higher levels.
